The camp is held at Sly Park, the Sacramento County Schools Outdoor Education Facility, 5600 Sly Park

Road, Pollock Pines, CA, about an hour east of Sacramento in the beautiful foothills of the Sierra Nevada.

What Will I Learn?
The Adult Trad Jazz Camp is focused on improvisation, both individual and group, with an emphasis
on taking theory into practice at all times. Students work with players of similar ability and experi-
ence, and perform in the final concert on Saturday. Players of all levels and experience are accepted.

There are male,
female, and couples cabins, with central, shared, bathrooms. You must bring bedding - a sleeping
bag, sheets & blankets, and pillow. You may wish to bring an inflatable mattress for more comfort.
